Celebrations
Constitution Day

Paying tributes to the founding fathers for framing the
Constitution and for successfully completing 70 years
of the post-constitutional history of India, the Centre
celebrated the Constitution Day on 26 November
2019.

The Constitution Day at the Centre began with the oath
ceremony of the Preamble undertaken by all the stu-
dents, scholars and faculty members who pledged to
undertake and imbibe the basic postulates of the Con-
stitution in their daily lives.

The oath was followed by a discussion on ‘Salience of
the Constitution as a Living Document’ amongst all the
participants. Prof Sunil K Choudhary, the Director of
the Centre, highlighted the journey of the Constitution
in past seven decades and emphasized its transforma-
tion from the fundamental postulates into their actual
realization.



The participants raised many concerns focusing on new
issues and challenges Global India is facing in the 21st
century and highlighted the need of coalescing the ef-
forts of the Government, the Civil Society and the Citi-
zens to work towards building of a New India.

2nd Atal Bihari Vajpayee Memorial Lecture

Continuing with its past tradition of holding the memo-
rial lectures, the Centre organized its second consecu-
tive Atal Bihari Vajpayee Memorial Lecture on 26
December 2019 on the topic, Hum Aur Loktantra. Shri
Balbir Punj, Former Member of Parliament, Rajya
Sabha was the keynote speaker whereas an eminent
journalist and the President of Jammu & Kashmir
Addhyyan Kendra, Shri Jawaharlal Kaul was the chair
on the occasion.

Releasing Centre’s quarterly newsletters, Shri Balbir
Punj described Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee as an extra-
ordinary person of an ordinary background who nur-
tured values in social-economic and political life of the
country. Countering the notion of “tolerance’, Shri Balbir
Punj stated that we don’t tolerate others; rather Indian
culture has the tradition of graciously accepting others.
According to him, Indian culture doesn’t believe in uni-
formity but it is based on harmony.

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Speaking on the occasion, Shri Jawaharlal Kaul nar-
rated his experience with Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee and
stated that the waves of change flow only when a per-
son with multiple talents reaches at the helm of govern-
ment. Shri Kaul said that the silence of Shri Atal Bihari
Vajpayee was equally vigorous as his speech. Address-
ing Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee as ‘Mastmola’, Shri Kaul
stated that the real tribute to the former Prime Minister
would be only when our governance is built in conso-
nance with our culture.
